Millennial Reign of Messiah

Theme: The King and the coming kingdom.

Micah 4:1-7 (NKJV) Now it shall come to pass in the latter days That the mountain of the Lord’s house Shall be established on the top of the mountains, And shall be exalted above the hills; And peoples shall flow to it. 2 Many nations shall come and say, “Come, and let us go up to the mountain of the Lord, To the house of the God of Jacob; He will teach us His ways, And we shall walk in His paths.” For out of Zion the law shall go forth, And the word of the Lord from Jerusalem. 3 He shall judge between many peoples, And rebuke strong nations afar off; They shall beat their swords into plowshares, And their spears into pruning hooks; Nation shall not lift up sword against nation, Neither shall they learn war anymore. 4 But everyone shall sit under his vine and under his fig tree, And no one shall make them afraid; For the mouth of the Lord of hosts has spoken. 5 For all people walk each in the name of his god, But we will walk in the name of the Lord our God Forever and ever. 6 “In that day,” says the Lord, “I will assemble the lame, I will gather the outcast And those whom I have afflicted; 7 I will make the lame a remnant, And the outcast a strong nation; So the Lord will reign over them in Mount Zion From now on, even forever.

Introduction: Whenever we study the events of the end times it is inevitable that we must approach those days with a great deal sobriety, for they are indeed perilous times. Yet if we only fix our attention upon the troubles that will befall God’s people in those days we may find ourselves wanting to avoid the topic altogether. After all “I have enough troubles without adding to my difficulties right?”  

Yet the early church while facing great difficulties and persecution did not avoid the subject of the last days, but embraced it and looked with anticipation upon those days. The second coming of Christ and the ushering in of His millennial kingdom is what caused these believers to embrace and anticipate the days ahead.

The second coming of is the pinnacle, the grand finale of all end time teachings. As such we must fix our eyes upon this event and as the apostle Paul admonished “…press on toward the goal for the prize of the upward call of God in Christ Jesus.” Philippians 3:14
2 Peter 3:10-13 (NLT) But the day of the Lord will come as unexpectedly as a thief. Then the heavens will pass away with a terrible noise, and the very elements themselves will disappear in fire, and the earth and everything on it will be found to deserve judgment. 11 Since everything around us is going to be destroyed like this, what holy and godly lives you should live, 12 looking forward to the day of God and hurrying it along. On that day, he will set the heavens on fire, and the elements will melt away in the flames. 13 But we are looking forward to the new heavens and new earth he has promised, a world filled with God’s righteousness.

I. The Second Coming of Christ













Daniel 7:13-14 (NAS) "I kept looking in the night visions, And behold, with the clouds of heaven One like a Son of Man was coming, And He came up to the Ancient of Days And was presented before Him. 14"And to Him was given dominion, Glory and a kingdom, That all the peoples, nations and men of every language Might serve Him. His dominion is an everlasting dominion Which will not pass away; And His kingdom is one Which will not be destroyed.



















Mark 13:26 (NAS) "Then they will see THE SON OF MAN COMING IN CLOUDS with great power and glory.




























Revelation 1:7 (NAS) BEHOLD, HE IS COMING WITH THE CLOUDS, and every eye will see Him, even those who pierced Him; and all the tribes of the earth will mourn over Him. So it is to be. Amen


B. The destruction of the anti-Christ (Beast) and His Kingdom.




Revelation 19:11-21 (NLT) Then I saw heaven opened, and a white horse was standing there. Its rider was named Faithful and True, for he judges fairly and wages a righteous war. 12His eyes were like flames of fire, and on his head were many crowns. A name was written on him that no one understood except himself. 13He wore a robe dipped in blood, and his title was the Word of God. 14The armies of heaven, dressed in the finest of pure white linen, followed him on white horses. 15From his mouth came a sharp sword to strike down the nations. He will rule them with an iron rod. He will release the fierce wrath of God, the Almighty, like juice flowing from a winepress. 16On his robe at his thigh was written this title: King of all kings and Lord of all lords…


C. Satan is bound and righteousness is established.








Revelation 20:1-6 (NAS) Then I saw an angel coming down from heaven, holding the key of the abyss and a great chain in his hand. 2And he laid hold of the dragon, the serpent of old, who is the devil and Satan, and bound him for a thousand years; 3and he threw him into the abyss, and shut it and sealed it over him, so that he would not deceive the nations any longer, until the thousand years were completed; after these things he must be released for a short time. 4Then I saw thrones, and they sat on them, and judgment was given to them… and they came to life and reigned with Christ for a thousand years. 5The rest of the dead did not come to life until the thousand years were completed. This is the first resurrection. 6Blessed and holy is the one who has a part in the first resurrection; over these the second death has no power, but they will be priests of God and of Christ and will reign with Him for a thousand years. 

II. Jesus Will Rule the Over the Nations From Jerusalem.







Jeremiah 3:17 (NLT) In that day Jerusalem will be known as 'The Throne of the LORD.' All nations will come there to honor the LORD. They will no longer stubbornly follow their own evil desires.




Revelation11:15 (NAS)…"The kingdom of the world has become the kingdom of our Lord and of His Christ; and He will reign forever and ever."

A. The will of the Lord will be established throughout the entire earth.




Daniel 7:13-14 (NAS) 13“I kept looking in the night visions, And behold, with the clouds of heaven One like a Son of Man was coming, And He came up to the Ancient of Days And was presented before Him. 14“And to Him was given dominion, Glory and a kingdom, That all the peoples, nations and men of every language Might serve Him. His dominion is an everlasting dominion Which will not pass away; And His kingdom is one Which will not be destroyed…. 27Then the sovereignty, power, and greatness of all the kingdoms under heaven will be given to the holy people of the Most High. His kingdom will last forever, and all rulers will serve and obey him."




Matthew 24:31-33 (NLT) “But when the Son of Man comes in His glory, and all the angels with Him, then He will sit on His glorious throne. 32“All the nations will be gathered before Him…”


B. All the rulers and nations will bow before Christ and serve Him.





Psalm 72:11 (NLT) All kings will bow before him, and all nations will serve him.
 Psalm 102:15 (NIV) The nations will fear the name of the LORD, all the kings of the earth will revere your glory.


 

C. Justice and peace will prevail throughout all the earth.



1. Yeshua will rule the earth from the city of Jerusalem.





Isaiah 2:3-4 (NAS) And many peoples will come and say, "Come, let us go up to the mountain of the LORD, To the house of the God of Jacob; That He may teach us concerning His ways And that we may walk in His paths." For the law will go forth from Zion And the word of the LORD from Jerusalem. 4And He will judge between the nations, And will render decisions for many peoples; And they will hammer their swords into plowshares and their spears into pruning hooks. Nation will not lift up sword against nation, And never again will they learn war.


D. The downtrodden and afflicted will be restored and healed.




Isaiah 35:5-10 (NIV) Then will the eyes of the blind be opened and the ears of the deaf unstopped. 6Then will the lame leap like a deer, and the mute tongue shout for joy. Water will gush forth in the wilderness and streams in the desert. 7The burning sand will become a pool, the thirsty ground bubbling springs. In the haunts where jackals once lay, grass and reeds and papyrus will grow. 8And a highway will be there; it will be called the Way of Holiness; it will be for those who walk on that Way. The unclean will not journey on it; wicked fools will not go about on it. 9No lion will be there, nor any ravenous beast; they will not be found there. But only the redeemed will walk there, 10and those the Lord has rescued will return. They will enter Zion with singing; everlasting joy will crown their heads. Gladness and joy will overtake them, and sorrow and sighing will flee away. 

II. Heaven and Earth Will Come Together under Christ’s rule.


A. In Genesis we se the earth cut off from the will of God because of sin. In the millennial kingdom we see the earth restored because of righteousness.




Matthew 6:10 (NAS) Your kingdom come. Your will be done, On earth as it is in heaven. 





Ephesians 1:9-10 (NLT) God has now revealed to us his mysterious plan regarding Christ, a plan to fulfill his own good pleasure. 10And this is the plan: At the right time he will bring everything together under the authority of Christ—everything in heaven and on earth.




Revelation 21:2-4 (NAS) And I saw the holy city, new Jerusalem, coming down out of heaven from God, made ready as a bride adorned for her husband. 3And I heard a loud voice from the throne, saying, "Behold, the tabernacle of God is among men, and He will dwell among them, and they shall be His people, and God Himself will be among them, 4and He will wipe away every tear from their eyes; and there will no longer be any death; there will no longer be any mourning, or crying, or pain; the first things have passed away."…


B. During the millennial kingdom heaven will fill the earth.



1. Much of the church has maintained the erroneous view that heaven is an ethereal dwelling. When heaven comes to earth much of life as we know it will continue on, only with righteousness as the governance. 



2. Heaven is the place believers have gone since the resurrection of Christ. This has been a temporary holding place until the resurrection of the body. The saints do not need a resurrected body in heaven to relate to its spiritual environment. Only as the spirit and the physical realm come together in the millennial kingdom do we need a body to dwell in the earth.


C. Every aspect of the earth will be restored, from people to the environment.





Revelation 22:1-3 (NAS) Then he showed me a river of the water of life, clear as crystal, coming from the throne of God and of the Lamb, 2in the middle of its street. On either side of the river was the tree of life, bearing twelve kinds of fruit, yielding its fruit every month; and the leaves of the tree were for the healing of the nations. 3There will no longer be any curse; and the throne of God and of the Lamb will be in it, and His bond-servants will serve Him.





Ezekiel 47:1-12 (NLT) In my vision, the man brought me back to the entrance of the Temple. There I saw a stream flowing east from beneath the door of the Temple and passing to the right of the altar on its south side. 2The man brought me outside the wall through the north gateway and led me around to the eastern entrance. There I could see the water flowing out through the south side of the east gateway. 3Measuring as he went, he took me along the stream for 1,750 feet and then led me across. The water was up to my ankles. 4He measured off another 1,750 feet and led me across again. This time the water was up to my knees. After another 1,750 feet, it was up to my waist. 5Then he measured another 1,750 feet, and the river was too deep to walk across. It was deep enough to swim in, but too deep to walk through…
