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SPEAK THE ANSWER NOT THE PROBLEM

THEME: Our confession must be the desired end result, not what we see.

TEXT: (2 Cor 4:13 NKJV)  And since we have the same spirit of faith, according to what is written, "I believed and therefore I spoke," we also believe and therefore speak,

INTRODUCTION: I would be remiss in teaching on the words of our mouth if I did not spend at least one lesson on calling things that are not as thou they were. You see faith requires that we believe before we see the answer, and speak of the answer as though it had already come to pass.

· There is no faith involved in believing what is already evident to the senses. 

· There will be no more faith required once we reach heaven.

· There is no faith needed once we see the manifest of our healing.

· We don’t need to believe God for what we see with our physical eyes. 

· But it does require faith to believe what God says when our 

physical senses contradict what we desire to receive from our heavenly Father.

· It requires faith in what we cannot feel to believe God’s healing 

power is at work within you even though pain may be racking our body.

· It requires faith in what we cannot see when we do not see the money that we have asked God to provide.

· It requires faith when our circumstances totally contradict what we believe God to do.

· But that is faith. Believing what we cannot see more than what we can see.

I. FAITH IS TRUSTING GOD’S WORD MORE THAN OUR SENSES

A. What we see can change at any moment, while God’s word will never change. (2 Cor 4:18; 2 Cor 5:7) 

B. Once we step out in faith we must then believe we have received the answer, not once we see it. (Mark 11:22-24 NIV)  

1. When are we told to believe that we have received, after we see the answer, or after we pray?

a) If you’re waiting to receive your healing, that means you don’t believe you have it now, which mean you are not in faith.

b) If you are waiting to receive your financial needs that means 

you don’t believe you have the money now, which means you are not in faith. If you are waiting for circumstances to change before you act, that means you don’t believe God has answered your prayers, which means you are not in faith.

C. Abraham, the father of our faith. (Rom 4:17-21)  (as it is written, "I have made you a father of many nations")  (Gen 17:1-5 )  Abram: Father of altitudes; Abraham: Father of a multitude

1. God changed Abraham’s name to father of a multitude before he ever had a child. (Rom 4:17)…


C. "Do not fear, for those who are with us are more than those who are with them." (2 Kings 6:8-23)… 

1. Things are seldom as they appear to be. This is why what we see must not be spoken of as though it is unchangeable. (Luke 18:27)  

2. When we speak of circumstances and declare their reality, we give them the authority to be established in our lives.  

a) Once we step out on the water by faith, we must believe 

God’s word more than what we can see with our eyes. The Circumstances will never change God’s word, but God’s word can change any circumstance.

(Mat 24:35; (Mark 9:23)
