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LESSON 2: JESUS THE EXPRESS WILL OG GOD


Jesus the Express Will of God

Theme:  To know if it is the will of God to heal, we need only look at the life & ministry of Jesus.

Text:  John 14:6-11 (NKJV) Jesus said to him, "I am the way, the truth, and the life. No one comes to the Father except through Me. {7} "If you had known Me, you would have known My Father also; and from now on you know Him and have seen Him." {8} Philip said to Him, "Lord, show us the Father, and it is sufficient for us." {9} Jesus said to him, "Have I been with you so long, and yet you have not known Me, Philip? He who has seen Me has seen the Father; so how can you say, 'Show us the Father'? {10} "Do you not believe that I am in the Father, and the Father in Me? The words that I speak to you I do not speak on My own authority; but the Father who dwells in Me does the works. {11} "Believe Me that I am in the Father and the Father in Me, or else believe Me for the sake of the works themselves. 

Introduction: Is it the will of God to heal all who come to Him seeking healing? Many point to examples from the Bible, such as Paul’s thorn in the flesh, or Job to defend their belief that God chooses to heal at times, and does not choose to heal at other times.


When it comes to the issue of divine healing, Jesus is the template we must follow.



I. Jesus is the Final Word Concerning the Will of God & Healing.


A. Jesus came to reveal the will of the Father to his creation.




Hebrews 1:1-3 (NCV)  In the past God spoke to our ancestors through the prophets many times and in many different ways. {2} But now in these last days God has spoken to us through his Son. God has chosen his Son to own all things, and through him he made the world. {3} The Son reflects the glory of God and shows exactly what God is like. He holds everything together with his powerful word. When the Son made people clean from their sins, he sat down at the right side of God, the Great One in heaven.




John 1:18 (NCV) No one has ever seen God. But God the only Son is very close to the Father, and he has shown us what God is like.




John 5:30 (NKJV) "I can of Myself do nothing. As I hear, I judge; and My judgment is righteous, because I do not seek My own will but the will of the Father who sent Me.




John 4:34 (NKJV) Jesus said to them, "My food is to do the will of Him who sent Me, and to finish His work.




John 6:38 (NKJV) "For I have come down from heaven, not to do My own will, but the will of Him who sent Me.




John 14:9-11 (NKJV) He who has seen Me has seen the Father; so how can you say, 'Show us the Father'? {10} "Do you not believe that I am in the Father, and the Father in Me? The words that I speak to you I do not speak on My own authority; but the Father who dwells in Me does the works. {11} "Believe Me that I am in the Father and the Father in Me, or else believe Me for the sake of the works themselves. 

1. Healing was one of the works in which Jesus demonstrated the will of the Father.




Matthew 9:35 (NKJV) Then Jesus went about all the cities and villages, teaching in their synagogues, preaching the gospel of the kingdom, and healing every sickness and every disease among the people.




2. God calls healing good & sickness oppression.




Acts 10:38 (NKJV) "how God anointed Jesus of Nazareth with the Holy Spirit and with power, who went about doing good and healing all who were oppressed by the devil, for God was with Him.

B. Jesus revealed God's willingness to heal in that He never refused a single person who came to Him seeking healing.





Matthew 14:14 (NKJV)  And when Jesus went out He saw a great multitude; and He was moved with compassion for them, and healed their sick.




Mark 1:40-42 (NKJV)  Now a leper came to Him, imploring Him, kneeling down to Him and saying to Him, "If You are willing, You can make me clean." {41} Then Jesus, moved with compassion, stretched out His hand and touched him, and said to him, "I am willing; be cleansed." {42} As soon as He had spoken, immediately the leprosy left him, and he was cleansed.



1. This leper knew that Jesus had the power to heal him, he was just uncertain about Jesus willingness to do so. He actually was throwing himself upon the mercy of God.



2. Example of a Millionaire: 

· If a multimillionaire addressed our congregation this morning and said, “I am going to give 5 people $10,000 at the end of service this morning.” 

· You may say to yourself, “I desperately need that $10,000 to meet some financial needs I have.” Yet you have absolutely no guarantee that you will be one of the five who are chosen to receive the $10,000. 

· You know this person has the resources to give you $10,000, and you may have desperate need of the money. Yet you have no confidence that you will be one of those chosen to receive the money.

· But if the same multimillionaire were to say, “This morning at the end of service, I will be giving every person in attendance here today $10,000.” Suddenly you would have assurance that you would be one of the recipients of $10,000 and you would be grateful for this person’s generosity.



3. Most people are like this leper. They have no problem with believing that God can heal them. They have a problem with believing if He is willing to heal them. Like the leper, once this question is settled they are positioned to receive God’s healing power.




1 John 5:14-15 (NKJV) Now this is the confidence that we have in Him, that if we ask anything according to His will, He hears us. 15 And if we know that He hears us, whatever we ask, we know that we have the petitions that we have asked of Him.



   
(New Century Version)  And this is the boldness we have in God's presence: that if we ask God for anything that agrees with what he wants, he hears us. 15 If we know he hears us every time we ask him, we know we have what we ask from him.

II. Has Healing Passed Away?


A. Some argue that Jesus healed the sick to establish who He was as Messiah. They also argue that Jesus gave this authority only to the apostles so that they too could establish their apostleship.



1. If this were true, then Jesus could have just performed a few spectacular miracles, such as raising Lazarus from the dead or the feeding of the five thousand and this would have certainly been sufficient.

· Jesus healed the above mentioned leper because He was expressing the compassion of the Father.




Mark 1:41-42 (NKJV) Then Jesus, moved with compassion, stretched out His hand and touched him, and said to him, "I am willing; be cleansed." {42} As soon as He had spoken, immediately the leprosy left him, and he was cleansed.




Matthew 14:4 (NKJV) And when Jesus went out He saw a great multitude; and He was moved with compassion for them, and healed their sick.



2. Jesus healed the sick because He was moved with compassion. To teach that healing the sick is no longer part of the ministry of the church, is the equivalent of saying that God’s mercy and compassion was no longer extended to people suffering from sickness and disease.



3. Jesus demonstrated God's willingness to heal time and time again. So why would God suddenly change concerning his willingness to heal today? Of coarse the answer is simple, he hasn't. He is just as willing to heal all who will come to Him for healing as He was during His earthly ministry.




Malachi 3:6 (NKJV) “For I am the LORD, I do not change…”



Hebrews 13:8 (NKJV) Jesus Christ is the same yesterday, today, and forever.

4. If God sent his own Son to die for an ungodly world, why would He withhold healing from us now that we are His very own children?




Romans 8:31-32 (NKJV) What then shall we say to these things? If God is for us, who can be against us? 32 He who did not spare His own Son, but delivered Him up for us all, how shall He not with Him also freely give us all things?



James 1:17 (NKJV) Every good gift and every perfect gift is from above, and comes down from the Father of lights, with whom there is no variation or shadow of turning.




John 10:10 (NKJV) “The thief does not come except to steal, and to kill, and to destroy. I have come that they may have life, and that they may have it more abundantly.”

Conclusion: Jesus was and is the express will of God. If we look at Jesus as our example, we can clearly see that God's will is healing for all, just as it is His will that all be saved. Therefore, let us settle once and for all the question of God's will concerning the healing of those who need his healing power. We may have confidence that God hears our cry for healing, and will surely answer!
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
