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THE LAW OF THE FARM


The Law of the Farm

Theme: The farm operates by the law of seedtime & harvest, as does also the kingdom of God.

Text: Mark 4:26-32 (NKJV) And He said, “The kingdom of God is as if a man should [a]scatter seed on the ground, 27 and should sleep by night and rise by day, and the seed should sprout and grow, he himself does not know how. 28 For the earth yields crops by itself: first the blade, then the head, after that the full grain in the head. 29  But when the grain ripens, immediately he puts in the sickle, because the harvest has come.”
Introduction:
It is impossible to reap a harvest where no seed has been sown. This principle or law of seedtime and harvest is the root of obtaining and maintaining God’s promises.

I. Faith is Like a Seed

A. The entire Kingdom of God operates upon the basic principal of seedtime & harvest.  




Mark 4:26 "The kingdom of God is as if a man should scatter seed on the ground…”

1. Jesus uses the law of seedtime and harvest to illustrate how the word of God brings forth.


2. The natural process of the earth is that the earth brings forth fruit in seasons. The process of faith is that God's word will in like manner bring forth fruit after a season.



Mark 4:28-29) "For the earth yields crops by itself: first the blade, then the head, after that the full grain in the head. 29  "But when the grain ripens, immediately he puts in the sickle, because the harvest has come."




Ecclesiates 3:1-2 (NKJV)  To everything there is a season, A time for every purpose under heaven: {2} A time to be born, And a time to die; A time to plant, And a time to pluck what is planted;



3. We receive from God as we would receive the harvest as the result of sowing natural seed. No farmer would sow corn today, and then and then plow under his crop if he didn't see a harvest the next day.



Hebrews 10:35-36 (NIV)  So do not throw away your confidence; it will be richly rewarded. {36} You need to persevere so that when you have done the will of God, you will receive what he has promised.



(NLT) 35 Do not throw away this confident trust in the Lord, no matter what happens.Remember the great reward it brings you! 36  Patient endurance is what you need now, so you will continue to do God's will. Then you will receive all that he has promised.




Galatians 6:9 (NIV)  Let us not become weary in doing good, for at the proper time we will reap a harvest if we do not give up.



4. God is applying this law when it comes to the lost of the world.



James 5:7-8 (NIV) Be patient, then, brothers, until the Lord's coming. See how the farmer waits for the land to yield its valuable crop and how patient he is for the autumn and spring rains. {8} You too, be patient and stand firm, because the Lord's coming is near.

B. Faith is like a grain of mustard seed.



Mark 4:30-32 NKJV)  Then He said, "To what shall we liken the kingdom of God? Or with what parable shall we picture it? {31} "It is like a mustard seed which, when it is sown on the ground, is smaller than all the seeds on earth; {32} "but when it is sown, it grows up and becomes greater than all herbs, and shoots out large branches, so that the birds of the air may nest under its shade."

· God's word may seem very small at times when compared to our problems. But if we will trust it as we do a seed and plant it. It has to potential to grow far beyond the problem we are facing.



Two basic elements determine the productivity of God's word in our lives. 

· The condition of the soil at the time the seed is planted.

· The care of the soil after the seed has been sown.






 (The soil representing the human heart).



Mark 4:1-20 (NKJV) And again He began to teach by the sea. And a great multitude was gathered to Him, so that He got into a boat and sat in it on the sea; and the whole multitude was on the land facing the sea. 2 Then He taught them many things by parables, and said to them in His teaching: 3 “Listen! Behold, a sower went out to sow. 4 And it happened, as he sowed, that some seed fell by the wayside; and the birds of the air came and devoured it.5 Some fell on stony ground, where it did not have much earth; and immediately it sprang up because it had no depth of earth. 6 But when the sun was up it was scorched, and because it had no root it withered away. 7 And some seed fell among thorns; and the thorns grew up and choked it, and it yielded no [b]crop.8 But other seed fell on good ground and yielded a crop that sprang up, increased and produced: some thirtyfold, some sixty, and some a hundred.”  9 And He said to them, “He who has ears to hear, let him hear!” 10 But when He was alone, those around Him with the twelve asked Him about the parable. 11 And He said to them, “To you it has been given to know the mystery of the kingdom of God; but to those who are outside, all things come in parables,12 so that ‘Seeing they may see and not perceive, And hearing they may hear and not understand; Lest they should turn, And their sins be forgiven them.’ ”13 And He said to them, “Do you not understand this parable? How then will you understand all the parables? 14 The sower sows the word. 15 And these are the ones by the wayside where the word is sown. When they hear, Satan comes immediately and takes away the word that was sown in their hearts. 16 These likewise are the ones sown on stony ground who, when they hear the word, immediately receive it with gladness; 17 and they have no root in themselves, and so endure only for a time. Afterward, when tribulation or persecution arises for the word’s sake, immediately they stumble. 18 Now these are the ones sown among thorns; they are the ones who hear the word, 19 and the cares of this world, the deceitfulness of riches, and the desires for other things entering in choke the word, and it becomes unfruitful. 20 But these are the ones sown on good ground, those who hear the word, accept it, and bear fruit: some thirtyfold, some sixty, and some a hundred.”


1. Jesus is telling us that the entire kingdom operates upon this basic principle of the 

law of sowing & reaping. Thus, if we understand this law we will be able to understand the axiom (rule & law) of the kingdom of God.

Conclusion: God's word is like a seed. When planted in the soil of our hearts it will bring forth fruit unto everlasting lives. It is our responsibility to guard our hearts & affections in order to assure that it remains unhindered.
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
