We Will Speak What We Believe

Theme: Whatever we believe will eventually come out of our mouths.

Text: Proverbs 18:20-21 (Amplified) A man's [moral] self shall be filled with the fruit of his mouth; and with the consequences of his words he must be satisfied [whether good or evil]. Death and life are in the power of the tongue, and they who indulge in it shall eat the fruit of it [for death or life].

Proverbs 18:20-21 (CJB) A person’s belly will be filled with the fruit of his mouth; with what his lips produce he will be filled. 21 The tongue has power over life and death; those who indulge it must eat its fruit.
Introduction:  It is vital that we believe what God declares rather than what our senses or circumstances are presenting. Circumstances are temporal. That means they can be changed. Yet God’s word is eternal, forever established in the heavens. 













God cannot lie (Titus 1:2…God, who cannot lie…)
Therefore we can stand upon His word as a sure foundation.






Numbers 23:19 NKJV “God is not a man, that He should lie, Nor a son of man, that He should repent. Has He said, and will He not do? Or has He spoken, and will He not make it good?
I. We Will Speak What We Believe.











A. What we are filled with will be revealed by the words of our mouth. 















Matthew 12:33-37 (CJB)  “If you make a tree good, its fruit will be good; and if you make a tree bad, its fruit will be bad; for a tree is known by its fruit. 34 You snakes! How can you who are evil say anything good? For the mouth speaks what overflows from the heart. 35 The good person brings forth good things from his store of good, and the evil person brings forth evil things from his store of evil. 36 Moreover, I tell you this: on the Day of Judgment people will have to give account for every careless word they have spoken; 37 for by your own words you will be acquitted, and by your own words you will be condemned.”

· What is in our hearts will come out in our conversations.




Matthew 12:34 (NKJV)…For out of the abundance of the heart the mouth speaks.




(NIV)…For out of the overflow of the heart the mouth speaks.




(NLT)…For whatever is in your heart determines what you say.
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II. Our Words Release What We Believe

A. We believe & therefore we speak.




2 Corinthians 4:13 (NCV) It is written in the Scriptures, 

"I believed, so I spoke." Our faith is like this, too. We believe, and so we speak.



John 6:63 (NKJV)  It is the Spirit who gives life; the flesh profits nothing. The words that I speak to you are spirit, and they are life.



(GWT) Life is spiritual. Your physical existence doesn’t contribute to that life. The words that I have spoken to you are spiritual. They are life.

B. Faith is activated by believing in the heart & then speaking with the mouth. 




Romans 10:8 (NKJV) But what does it say? "The word is near you, in your mouth and in your heart" (that is, the word of faith which we preach):



Romans 10:9-10 (NIV) That if you confess with your mouth, "Jesus is Lord," and believe in your heart that God raised him from the dead, you will be saved. {10} For it is with your heart that you believe and are justified, and it is with your mouth that you confess and are saved.
(NCV)  We believe with our hearts, and so we are made right with God. And we use our mouths to say that we believe, and so we are saved.

C. Examples of faith in action.


1. The woman with an issue of blood.




Mark 5:25-34 (NKJV) {27} When she heard about Jesus, she came behind Him in the crowd and touched His garment. {28} For she said, "If only I may touch His clothes, I shall be made well."
· When she heard about Jesus





Romans 10:17 (NKJV) So then faith comes by hearing, and hearing by the word of God.

· For she said, "If only I may touch His clothes, I shall be made well

 



2 Corinthians 4:13 (NCV) It is written in the Scriptures, "I believed, so I spoke." Our faith is like this, too. We believe, and so we speak.


2. Jesus curses the fig tree.





Mark 11:12-14 (NKJV) Now the next day, when they had come out from Bethany, He was hungry. {13} And seeing from afar a fig tree having leaves, He went to see if perhaps He would find something on it. When He came to it, He found nothing but leaves, for it was not the season for figs. {14} In response Jesus said to it, "Let no one eat fruit from you ever again." And His disciples heard it.

· Have the faith of God





Mark 11:20-23 (NKJV) Now in the morning, as they passed by, they saw the fig tree dried up from the roots. {21} And Peter, remembering, said to Him, "Rabbi, look! The fig tree which You cursed has withered away." {22} So Jesus answered and said to them, "Have faith in God. {23} "For assuredly, I say to you, whoever says to this mountain, 'Be removed and be cast into the sea,' and does not doubt in his heart, but believes that those things he says will be done, he will have whatever he says.

· Notice that this scripture did not tell us to ask God to remove the mountain. Jesus said that we are to command it to go, in the same way that Jesus spoke to the fig tree.


3. We must speak faith filled words to the obstacles in our lives. 



4. Many times we are waiting to see the mountain removed before we will begin to say that it is removed. But Jesus said speak to the mountain and call it removed while it was still visible. This is faith in action.

· Speak to want & lack & command them to be removed.

· Speak to the sickness & tell it to leave your body

· Speak to the spirits of darkness & command them to stop their attack against your life.

III. Speak the Answer Not the Problem


A. Faith speaks the desired end result.



Romans 4:17 (NKJV)….God, who gives life to the dead and calls those things which do not exist as though they did



(Complete Jewish Bible)… Avraham is our father in God’s sight because he trusted God as the one who gives life to the dead and calls nonexistent things into existence.



Amplified)…Who gives life to the dead and speaks of the nonexistent things that [He has foretold and promised] as if they [already] existed.



(The Living Bible)… who makes the dead live again and speaks of future events with as much certainty as though they were already past.

B. Speak the desired end result. This is faith in action.



2 Corinthians 4:18 (NIV) So we fix our eyes not on what is seen, but on what is unseen. For what is seen is temporary, but what is unseen is eternal.




(NCV) We set our eyes not on what we see but on what we cannot see. What we see will last only a short time, but what we cannot see will last forever.




2 Corinthians 5:7 (NKJV) For we walk by faith, not by sight.




(NLT) That is why we live by believing and not by seeing.

IV. Fix Your Eyes On the Answer Not the Problem.


A. We must fix our eyes upon God’s provision rather than our need.




2 Corinthians 4:18 (NKJV) while we do not look at the things which are seen, but at the things which are not seen. For the things which are seen are temporary, but the things which are not seen are eternal.




(NLT) So we don’t look at the troubles we can see now; rather, we fix our gaze on things that cannot be seen. For the things we see now will soon be gone, but the things we cannot see will last forever.



1. While this Scripture is admonishing us to fix our eyes upon the eternal heavenly realm, the principle of faith over circumstances in this life is the same.
Conclusion: We must fill our minds & hearts with the word of God. God's word in our hearts banishes fear, failure, doubt & unbelief in our hearts.


We must make a willful quality decision to cause the words of our mouth to agree with what God's word says concerning our lives & our circumstances. 
Our confession should be one of victory, because God always causes us to triumph in Christ Jesus.    
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
